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The Comarca Judicial de Benguela emerged in the context of the re-organization of Ancien
Régime justice that took place in Portugal and its overseas possessions following the 1820
Liberal Revolution. In the particular case of Angola, the metropolitan government decreed
on January 16, 1837, the creation of a Comarca or judicial district with a court of law for
the first instance: that was the Comarca da Provincia de Angola, with its seat in Luanda,
the capital of the colony, and comprising the presidio or military-administrative units of
Novo Redondo and Benguela (Legislagdo Novissima, Boletim do Conselho Ultramarino,
1861). Some fifteen years later, on December 30, 1852, the Comarca da Provincia de Angola
was broken up and divided into smaller judicial jurisdictions, with the Comarca Judicial de
Benguela becoming a separate institution in its own right (Primeiro Centendrio do Tribu-
nal da Relagdo de Luanda, 1957). As such, the archive of the Comarca Judicial de Benguela
would have begun to be constituted sometime between the late 1830s and the early 1850s.
The middle decades of the nineteenth century were a period of intense change throughout
the Portuguese colony of Angola. Coastal towns like Benguela, previously major slave
exporting centers, were then drawing in
the last gasps of their traditional economic
vocation and beginning the transition to legi-
timate commerce. The Portuguese colonial
government, on the other hand, was entering
onto the slippery road of conquest deep in the
interior to foster, in part, the expanding trade
in legitimate goods. In the middle of such
transitions, old slavocratic elites, like those
established in Benguela, either attempted
to hold on to their privileges or to re-define
themselves so as to cope with a rapidly chan-
ging world.

Over the last 25 years or so, social scientists have come to understand the importance
of judicial archives for the historical reconstruction of the past throughout the African
continent (Chanock, 1988; Mann and Roberts, 1991; Roberts, 2005; Burrill, Roberts, and
Thornberry, 2010; Jeppie, Moosa and Roberts, 2010). Angola has not been immune from
such a development. The first scholar to draw attention to the importance of the judiciary
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for the reconstruction of the History of Angola seems to have been Adelino Torres. In his
1991 revised dissertation, originally filed ten years earlier, this Portuguese political eco-
nomist drew heavily upon court records to write a superb chapter on colonial conflicts
during 1904-1913 (Torres, 1991). Almost at the same time, Carlos Pacheco brought to light
significant documentation from the Arquivo Judicial da Comarca de Benguela, the Arquivo
Judicial da Comarca de Luanda, and the Arquivo do Tribunal Judicial da Comarca do
Kwanza Norte in his important study of the life and times of the mid-nineteenth century
Angolan poet, merchant, colonial administrator, and journalist José da Silva Maia Ferreira
(Pacheco, 1990; Pacheco, 1992). In the case of the archives of the Comarca de Benguela and
of the Comarca do Kwanza Norte, Pacheco did not carry out the research himself. Rather,
as he points out, the documents he used from those repositories were transcribed and offe-
red by Eva Sebestyén, a Hungarian anthropologist who worked in the said archives during
1988 (Pacheco, 1990; Sebestyén, 1994; Sebestyén, 1998). Other social scientists, however,
soon followed into the Arquivo Judicial da Comarca de Benguela [AJCB], the archival
institution that most interests us here. One of these was the Angolan writer and literary
critic, Luis Kandjimbo, who consulted cases relating to inventories and inheritances while
investigating what was being read in Benguela when José da Silva Maia Ferreira lived there
(Kandjimbo, 2001). Another was Francisco Soares, also a writer and literary critic, whose
investigation of orphanological inventories allowed him, at times, to determine the reading
habits of mid-nineteenth century residents of Benguela (Soares, 2009).

With this growing interest in the holdings of the AJCB, historians, in particular, eventually
took notice. The first was Roquinaldo Ferreira. In 2001 and in 2002, he carried out research
in the Tribunal da Comarca de Benguela, as the AJCB has also been referred to, while
investigating the topic of his doctoral dissertation (Ferreira, 2003; Ferreira, 2012). Ferreira
was quickly followed by another doctoral student, Mariana P. Candido: she too happened
to be engaged in research for her doctoral dissertation (Candido, 2006). Of all the social
scientists who until then had undertaken research in the AJCB, however, Candido was the
only one who produced a short, but nevertheless intriguing, report on her investigations.
Referring to the first months of 2003, she wrote:

... I visited the Comarca Judicial de Benguela (CJB), which holds judicial records and
private wills. Unlike archives in Luanda, the CJB has not yet inventoried or catalogued
its documents. This, in addition to time constraints and restrictions within the CJB,
slowed down the pace of my research in Benguela. I was able to consult only a small
part of the documents available in the CJB. Yet, although documents at the CJB seem
to date only from 18y0, they do offer a body of rich documentation on mid-19th century
Benguela that remains unexplored by scholars (Candido, 2003).

As we will see, Candido was right about the importance of this particular collection, but
somewhat off the mark with respect to its chronological emergence.

By the end of the first decade of this millennium, a group of Angola scholars began to
discuss the possibility of organizing an international project to produce an inventory of
the AJCB, have its contents catalogued, and begin the process of digitizing its holdings.
Spearheaded by Selma Pantoja at the Universidade de Brasilia and José C. Curto at York
University, as well as their respective networks, the group first organized a conference, the
Semindrio Internacional “Em Torno de Angola: Narrativas, Identidades, Conexdes Atldnticas”,
held at the Universidade de Brasilia from October 31st to November 15t, 2011. It was here
that the Brasilia-York project for the AJCB was made public to those in attendance, inclu-
ding the Director of the Arquivo Nacional de Angola, Angola’s Vice-Minister of the Minis-
try of Culture, and the Director of the Museu Nacional da Escravatura in Luanda, who
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were also all privately informed of its signifi-
cance. Plans were soon afoot for a three week
research trip to Angola in February 2012.
The said venture, however, did not materia-
lize. Two months were simply not enough
to organize what was effectively a complex
research trip. Thus, unlike their colleagues in
Brasilia, the York group was unable to quickly
secure from its university administrative
bureaucracy the green light to buy airline
tickets early and thus at affordable prices.
This was enough to block the projected
February 2012 research trip.
Meanwhile, another plan to inventory, cata-
logue, and digitize the AJCB soon emerged.
This was to take place under the context of
the second, and final, leg of “Taking Gra-
duate Students to the Archives: From Lisbon I .

. mage 002 - York-centred Research Group in
to Benguela,” a 2011 Development Insight Huambo.
Grant awarded by the Social Sciences and
Humanities Research Council of Canada (SSHRCC) to Curto (Oliveira, 2013). Scheduled
for the end of 2012, the new plan was based around a diverse community of researchers.
It included: a York University contingent made up by Curto, his graduate students Tracy
Lopes and Faustino C. Kusoka, and his colleague Dr. Frank J. Luce; Kara D. Schultz, a
graduate student from Vanderbilt University (USA); one of the original Universidade de
Brasilia members, Estevam C. Thompson; and Professor Catarina Madeira-Santos from the
Ecole des Hautes Etudes en Sciences Sociales - Centre d’Etudes Africaines - in Paris.? As
with the initial project, the new plan also involved key partners in Benguela: the Museu
Nacional de Arqueologia and the Universidade Katyavala Bwila. Personnel from the former
and students from the latter were to graft themselves to the York-centred team and receive
instruction, amongst other things, on digitizing archival documents. Each of the partner
institutions, in turn, was to receive a complete set of the digitizing equipment used so that
the process could continue at the AJCB, and perhaps other local archives, once the York-
-centred team departed (Thompson, 2012).
The York-centred team was scheduled to begin assembling in Luanda on the last weekend
of November, 2012, and then make its way to Benguela and the AJCB, where it was to work
during the first two weeks of December. Much of the Summer and Fall of that year was spent
in constant electronic communication with the various authorities in Angola required to
make the project come to fruition. In Luanda, these included: the Minister of Culture, who
had graciously offered to provide ground transportation between Luanda and Benguela;
and the Director of the Arquivo Nacional de Angola, who formally invited each member
of the group to carry out archival research in Angola and was to secure clearance into the
AJCB. In Benguela, on the other hand, electronic communication focused on the Rector of
the Universidade Katyavala Bwila and the Director of the Museu Nacional de Arqueologia,
our local partners. One month before the York-centred team was to begin assembling in
Luanda, however, e-communication with one of our main, not to mention longstanding,
interlocutors came to a stop. After airfares had been bought in Toronto, Nashville, Paris,

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and Brasilia, hotels booked in Luanda and in Benguela, and a variety of other arrangements
made for the 7 member York-centred international team, the authorities responsible for
research clearance into archives went missing.

A few days before the York-centred international team was to begin assembling in Luanda,
electronic news finally arrived from the said office. The AJCB would not be open for us, the
message said. Consternation overtook the group, especially since some of its members were
already boarding airplanes headed to Luanda. A decision was quickly made. The project
could not be stopped at the eleventh hour: in Luanda we would meet as had been planned
for months. At the same time, while we made our other Angolan interlocutors aware of
the gravity of the situation and asked for their assistance to resolve the issue, a meeting
was urgently requested with the Director of the Arquivo Nacional de Angola on the first
business day following our arrival.

That November 26, 2012, meeting effectively led to some movement. The Vice-Director
of the Arquivo Nacional de Angola was dispatched to Benguela, where he subsequently
interceded on our behalf with the Juiz Presidente or Presiding Judge of the Tribunal Provin-
cial de Benguela, the person responsible for the AJCB. A few days later, the Vice-Director
returned to Luanda. Access to the AJCB had been granted, but with severe limitations. We
were neither allowed to research nor to digitize materials. We were only authorized to pro-
duce an inventory of pre-1900 documents housed in the said archive. A small concession
to possibly alter these conditions involved a subsequent face-to-face meeting between the
leaders of the York-centred team and the Judge responsible for the AJCB, which was to be
arranged through the office of the Director Provincial da Cultura in Benguela. With this
modest offer, on December o1, 2012, the 7 member York-centred team boarded a van from
the Ministry of Culture to drive us, along with two técnicos from the Arquivo Nacional de
Angola, to Benguela.

Early in the morning of December o4, 2012, three senior members of the York-centred
international team, one of the técnicos from the Arquivo Nacional de Angola, and the
Director Provincial da Cultura in Benguela met at the Tribunal Provincial de Benguela to
work in the AJCB. A court clerk had been instructed to unlock the room where the archive
is kept, allow us in, and otherwise keep a watchful eye. The room, at about 8 feet by 12 feet,
was, needless to say, small. Barely allowing space for more than 4-5 individuals at any given
time, it comprised four distinct sections. One included cleaning products, some of which
quite corrosive, as well as supplies used in the Tribunal. A second section was made up of
old, colonial law books. Active legal files made up the third. The final section, and the one
of most interest to us, were old, inactive legal files. The latter were readily identifiable:
they were found in bundles of green paper tied with a rope, each about a foot high, at the
very top of the twenty or so bookshelves that line the walls of the room. Curto climbed up
a step ladder and began to hand files down to the técnico from the Arquivo Nacional de
Angola, giving preference to the oldest documents, while Madeira-Santos and Luce started
to inventory the names of the litigants, the dates, and the classification of the proceedings.
Thus we worked until lunchtime, when we informed the court clerk that we would continue
the next day at 9 am, since we were scheduled to work at the university in the afternoons.
Early in the morning of December o5, 2012, Curto, Luce, Madeira-Santos, one York gra-
duate student, and the técnico from the Arquivo Nacional de Angola arrived at the Tribunal
Provincial de Benguela to continue work in the AJCB. After the court clerk unlocked the
door, two groups were established to as to speed up the process of inventorying: the York
graduate student, Kusoka, worked with Madeira-Santos and the técnico with Luce, while
Curto continued handing down green legal files from the top shelves, prioritizing the
oldest manuscripts. Again we worked until lunchtime. The face-to-face meeting between
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the leaders of the York-centred team and the Judge responsible for the AJCB had still not
materialized. As a result, while leaving the premises, Curto requested that the court clerk
arrange for us to meet with the Presiding Judge.

Upon arriving at the Tribunal Provincial de Benguela early in the morning of December 06,
2012, the same group of researchers, along with the second técnico from the Arquivo Nacio-
nal de Angola, were informed that the court clerk was elsewhere: he was meeting with the
Presiding Judge and would thus arrive late. While Luce and the second técnico awaited
patiently outside of the archive room, the rest of the group went next door to explore the
holdings of the municipal library. About one hour later, the court clerk finally appeared.
He informed Luce and the second técnico that the Juiz Presidente would not be available
to meet with the York-international centred team. Moreover, he had been given specific
instructions that we were no longer to touch the archived, inactive legal files: we were now
only allowed to look at the old law books. The second técnico quickly delivered the message
to Curto at the municipal library. The first técnico then attempted to mitigate the situation
by speaking directly with the court clerk. Following this conversation, however, we lear-
ned that the Juiz Presidente was concerned that we would see the stories of families whose
descendants were still alive. Only the Minister of Justice could now give permission for us
to continue our inventory of the pre-1900 legal files. A flurry of electronic communications
was, once again, set in motion with all of our interlocutors in both Luanda and Benguela.
It was all to no avail. The court clerk with the keys to the archive met us no longer. While
a number of researchers had previously been given unfettered access to the ACJB, the York-
-centred international team was handed a much different situation.

In spite of the short period of time spent in the AJCB, the York-centered international team
was able to inventory a total of 149 court files. As can be seen from our Appendix, these
include civil proceedings and criminal trials run through the Benguela court, as well as
cases appealed and adjudicated in Luanda, the seat of the colonial judicial system. This
sample of manuscripts begins in 1850: that is, earlier than suggested by Candido. It ends
in 1899, although for no other reason than the chronological impediments placed upon
us. Because of our decision to prioritize the oldest manuscripts, the inventory is obviously
skewed towards the decades immediately following mid-century.

The 149 documents in question provide a glimpse into the importance of this particular
archive for the socio-economic history of Benguela and its surrounding regions during five
decades of transformative changes. Let us begin by looking at the performative effect of their
formulaic nature. All of the data contained in legal proceedings are entered in very specific,
standardized ways that correspond to precise steps in the judicial process. Any interpreta-
tion of the information therein must thus take into account the fact that it is integrated into
a particular type of legal framework: that is what determines the type of data collected and
how it is divulged. Moreover, there is a whole legal terminology around judicial proceedings
that holds various meanings and leads to diverse consequences. Such terminology is both
very specialized and corresponds to a specific purpose by the person initiating the pro-
ceeding: thus we have habilitagdo de herdeiro (entitlement of heirs), justificagdo de filiagdo
(acknowledgement of paternity), execugdo de aluger, (execution to rent), autos de inventdrio
(inventory records), etc. The information provided in these judicial sources is consequently
unique. They are, without a doubt, of great historical significance. This is particularly true
since, once confronted with more conventional official sources, they give voice to subaltern
agents who are rarely heard in most of the extant historical documentation.

From the 149 court files in our inventory, three possible areas of closely interconnected
research stand out. The first is a social history of Benguela and its hinterland, starting
around the 1840s, but reconstructed from below: that is, centered on historical agents,
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many of whom happen to be subalterns, from enslaved females to powerful males. The
second is, of course, a history of litigation in a colonial context experiencing profound
transitions - an area of study that has, until recently, received little academic attention
(Madeira-Santos, 2005a; 2005b; 2009; 2012; 2017a; 2017b). The third area of research revol-
ves around the similarly neglected story of inherited assets and their circulation within
this coastal slavocratic society. Indeed, the summary information gathered indicates a
clear predominance of litigation relating to inherited estates, as well as their inventorying
and transmission to heirs. These legal disputes, especially those involving the wealth of
deceased persons and their minor heirs, occupy a central place in civil matters. They lend
themselves particularly well, for example, to reconstruct the history of landed assets, ens-
laved property, and even consumer patterns in Benguela and its surrounding regions from
the 1840s, if not earlier.

Here, the question of gender emerges as noteworthy. Functioning in a judicial world domi-
nated by men, as could be expected, women nonetheless do surface as the initiators of legal
proceedings. At least 19 have been identified amongst the 149 cases at hand. The data from
their files offer important details, in particular, to understand the wealth accumulated by
the Donas (local women generally of higher socio-economic status and advocating affilia-
tion to Portuguese culture) of this urbanity and the legal mechanisms through which they
transmitted their assets to heirs (Candido, 2012a; 2012b; 2013; 2014; Curto, 2016; 2017; Oli-
veira, 2015a; 2015b, 2016a; 2016b; 2015¢). The documents inventoried thus directly invoke a
discussion about the succession rights of women on the margins of the male succession line
within a colonial society. How did these women ensure the transmission of accumulated
wealth? How did their children position themselves in the face of this wealth and how did
they add to it? By addressing these questions we can also begin to entertain other issues,
including the circulation of assets within and outside of monoparental structures.

With the inactive, legal files of the AJCB beginning in 1850, it will most likely be possible
to also follow the story of a single parcel of land over the longue durée. The extant data,
for example, offer a realm of possibilities to indentify successive owners within the same
family and between families, as well as to investigate the mechanisms of transfer (inhe-
ritance, purchase, seizure, etc.). In this case, the focus would not necessarily be on the
social agents, let alone their individual or relational paths. Rather, the spotlight would con-
centrate on the landed property itself, which emerges as the agent through which social
relations are made and unmade, defining criteria of wealth, etc. (Madeira-Santos, 2005a).
That such documentation is available from the late 1840s onwards can not be overstres-
sed. The extant legal files correspond to a period where the criteria used to evaluate (and
accumulate) wealth changed, with the legal end of slavery forcing, in particular, the recon-
figuration of inherited assets. How could this process be reflected in the numerous estate
inventories identified by us: 30 relating to residents of Benguela, 7 involving orphans, and a
further 3 concerning the spoils of deceased persons? A thorough analysis over a long period
of time is required in order to be able to answer these questions.

We would like to end this discussion by pointing to two other areas of possible research.
The first has to do with the equally numerous names of the people involved in these judicial
cases. To what extent, for example, can we follow them in order to better understand the
socio-economic, indeed even geographical, movement of members of the most important
families in the history of Benguela and its hinterland, not to mention Angola as a whole.
In reference to this particular question, Carlos Pacheco has wetted our appetite with his
pathbreaking, early 1990s work on José da Silva Maia Ferreira and his times (Pacheco, 1990;
1992). More recently, Roquinaldo Ferreira has drawn upon his decade-old research in the
AJCB to offer a fascinating reconstruction of the Gomes Ferreira clan, an African family
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from the Benguela area slaving in the mid-nineteenth century Atlantic world (Ferreira,
2013a; 2013b; 2014). But this is just the tip of the iceberg (Candido, 2012a; 2015). And this
brings us to the final, and most important point. When did Africans, free, freed, or ensla-

ved, begin to resort to colonial justice? Answers to these questions, which fit into the wider
problem of the administration of justice on the margins of official colonial systems, are also
likely to be found amongst the inactive, legal files of the AJCB, as hinted by the early 1980s

work of Adelino Torres on the judiciary of Luanda. Meanwhile, historians and other social
scientists can only hope to be given complete and unfettered access to the Arquivo da
Comareca Judicial de Benguela before its important judicial holdings either deteriorate to the
point that they can not be used, or disappear altogether (Pacheco, 2000; Thompson, 2012).
